A towel and a basin—not very impressive tools, but in the hands of our Savior,
they illustrate an act of humility. The Lord lovingly bathed the feet of the
disciples and gave us an example to follow. THE WILDS seeks to train men and
women to be servant-leaders through our Summer Partner Program. Whether
waiting tables, washing linens, working clean-up, or counseling, summer staff
members have opportunities to learn self-denial as they prepare for future life
and ministry.

Who are the Partners?

Any business, church, individual, or organization can become a supporting
partner. A partner shares in a staff member’s summer ministry by praying for
him or her on a regular basis and by providing financial support. THE WILDS
summer staff is made up of over 265 enthusiastic young people. Most are college
students who give their summers to this ministry by serving at THE WILDS in
Brevard, North Carolina.

Why is it a Partnership?

The summer staff member and supporting partner are laborers together with God
(I Corinthians 3:9a). As a participant in the Summer Partner Program, you will
receive personal letters from your staff member throughout the summer. These
weekly letters will give you the details to assist you in praying more earnestly for
your staff partner as he or she faces many challenges.

How does it work?

The Summer Partner Program helps THE WILDS offset part of the considerable
expense associated with taking care of these young people. Each staff member
receives a ministry salary, meals, and housing. Therefore, the total cost for 275
summer staff members is significant to THE WILDS. We ask that each summer
staff member set a goal to raise at least $500 towards his salary expense. By
participating, you are helping THE WILDS keep camper fees as low as possible.

Who selects the staff member for each Partner?

If someone you know is going to be a summer staff member, you can support
that person specifically. Otherwise, THE WILDS will assign a staff member to you.
If you wish to give anonymously, THE WILDS will honor your request.

What else do | need to know?

Summer staff members have had partners who are businessmen, friends,
relatives, Sunday school classes, and churches. Whether you give individually or
as part of a group, one thing is certain—you are investing in the life of a young
person who is serving the Lord in a special ministry. The staff member is part of
a team that serves over 10,000 campers every summer. What a way to influence
